1. What is CCAOSC Energy Solutions (CCAOSCES)?
CCAQOSCES is a program designed by County Commissioners Association of Ohio
Service Corporation (CCAOSC) to save those in county government money on one of
their most expensive expenditures — Natural Gas.

2. Who is eligible for the CCAOSCES Program?
All county and county related facilities, offices and departments are eligible.

3. How long has the CCOASCES Program been operating?
The original program was started in 2000 and saved participating members over $7
million.

4. Are there membership or unit fees involved?
